Eligibility: Local Santa Cruz County artists may submit up to five (5) works for consideration. All work must be
original in concept; no compositions taken from published or copyrighted materials.

To Enter: Submit photographs or digital images of artwork to be considered. Indicate size of each piece, including
frame.

Artwork Size: Minimum 57x7” or 35 square inches, maximum not to exceed 36” incl. frame in either direction.

Presentation: Art must be adequately framed, wired, and ready for hanging. Wire in good condition, not too long.
Preferably no saw tooth hangers.

Sale: Works in the exhibition will not be for sale, but your name, biography, and contact information will be available
to the public, both at the exhibition and on the Museum website.
